Twelve members and guests of the Greenville County Bird
Club participated in an outing on Wilson Farm, near
Marietta, SC, on April 25., in warm, cloudless, late spring
weather. Special sightings were a Ruby-throated
Hummingbird and a Blue-gray Gnatcatcher building their
lichen-covered nests. A pair of Wood Ducks were nesting in a
duck box at the main pond — the hen was in the box and the
drake was on it. We heard several Northern Bobwhites
calling. A flock of 8 to 10 Double-crested Cormorants flew
over.

Overall, we had a good species count of 67, although there
were few warblers. A Broad-winged Hawk and Northern
Harrier were soaring high, probably in migration.
