Location:  Hospital Fields and Blue Ridge Parkway near Brevard, NC

On Saturday June 8th I led the Blue Ridge Parkway outing.  Seven birders joined me on a very pleasant 
day of birding.  Weather conditions were excellent all day and we found the majority of the birds 
normally seen this time of year. 
 
We started the day at Hospital Fields in Brevard where we found most of the usual lower elevation 
species including House Wren, Common Ravens and a fly-over Peregrine Falcon.  The Peregrine was a 
good omen since we knew that they are not nesting at Devil’s Courthouse, our last planned stop for the 
day. 
 
At Pink Beds picnic area we saw Black-throated Blue Warblers (male & female) and an accommodating 
Louisiana Waterthrush.  Farther up Hwy 276 at Buck Springs trailhead we found Blackburnian Warbler 
and Ovenbird, which were photographed by Don Faulkner. 
 
At the Mt. Pisgah trailhead parking area we added our first of many Chestnut-sided Warblers and a 
Veery.  After lunch at the nearby picnic area we headed west on the BRP to the Black Balsam area where 
we found Alder and Least Flycatchers and a Canada Warbler.
