There was dense fog over the park which precluded seeing anything in the East Bay, and
so the participants in the longer walk decided to carpool to Spanco immediately and go
to the East Bay later.

The fog slowly lifted and the morning ended in bright sunshine.

The combined lists show a total of 50 species - an excellent count for mid-December.
Highlights are in bold type. The Blue-Gray Gnatcatcher was a real surprise - the latest
reported date for this species.
